The Early Years Foundation Stage

The children in the nursery and reception classes
are in the Early Years Foundation Stage (EYFS).
The next stage, Key

Stage One, starts in
Year 1.

Children are born
ready, able and eager
to learn. They actively reach out to interact with
other people and in the world around them.
Development is not an automatic process and it
depends on each unique child having opportunities
to interact in positive relationships and enabling
environments.

In the EYFS it is
recognised that
children learn best
when they can play
and explore, are able
to learn actively and
are given opportunities to be creative and think
critically.




In the EYFS the prime areas are fundamental, to
learning and
development:
Personal, Social and
Emotional
Development,
Communication and
Language and
Physical Development. Specific areas include
essential skills and knowledge for children to
participate successfully in society: Literacy,
Mathematics, Understanding the World and
Expressive Arts and Design.

It is important
within the early
years foundation
stage that the
children have many
| opportunities to
play both indoors
and outdoors. It is recognised by early years
foundation stage staff that children learn best

through play and having first hand experiences.
